Crisis Nurseries: 24/7 free care for children at 
risk for abuse or neglect.  1,724 children visited the  
nurseries 11,197 times for a total of 58,025 hours of 
care.  9,196 meals and snacks were served. 
 
Counseling: professional therapy for children, fami-
lies and individuals.  693 clients received 5,111 hours 
of professional therapy .  Charges based on income. 

Family Mentoring Program: Free in-home par-
enting support.  468 individuals from 116 different 
families received 1,155 hours of in-home educa-
tion/support. 

Adoption Respite: In-home respite care for fami-
lies who have adopted at least one child from any 
public adoption agency.  67children from 26 differ-
ent families received 1,867 hours of respite care. 

KidStart Daycare: professional bilingual,  
curriculum-based daycare services for low-income 
families.  89 children served. 
 
LifeStart Village: Housing and self-sufficiency pro-
gram for homeless single mothers and their children.  
50 mothers with 74 children housed.  86% of resi-
dents exhibited significant self-sufficiency skill im-
provements.  

Safety Net: Outreach, support and education on 
issues surrounding those associated with polygamy 
and those transitioning out of polygamous cultures.  
899 individuals served. 

Volunteers: 901 community  
volunteers gave 12,596 hours of
